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The N iwano Peace Foundation was establi shed in 
December 1978 to commemora te the 40th anniversa ry 
of Rissho Kosei-Ka i. Interna ti ona ll y, Honorary presi­
dent likkyo N iwano and the Rissho Kosei-Ka i have 
act ively promoted interreligious cooperation for 
wor ld peace through the 'NorId Conference on Reli­
gion and Peace, and the Internationa l Association for 
Religious Freedom. Domesti cally, the foundat ion has 
advoca ted and supported the "Brighter Society Move­
ment. " 

T o at tain peace- this diffi cult idea l that mankind 
has strived for s ince pre-history- coopera tion a mong 
relig ious leaders to form a uni ty which will bring 
about slow but steady progress has become increas­
ing ly vita l. 

Peace cannot be atta ined, though, by a limited 
number of religious leaders, ra ther it must combine a ll 
sectors of society as a whole and gather the wisdom of 
a ll in forming a stable centra l body. For this purpose, 
equally important is the formati on of a n economic 
infrastructure. Through such a necessity, in thi s 
peri od of confusion, the iwa no Peace Foundati on 
was created. 

As one concrete underta king to rea li ze the goal of 
world peace and the enhancement of culture, the 
foundati on financia ll y assists research ac ti vities and 
projects based on a re ligious spirit concerning 
thought, culture, science, educa t ion, and re lated sub­
jects. Symposiums and international exchange acti v­
ities which wi ll widely benefit the public a re enthusias­
ti ca lly encouraged. 
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
